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Knowledge Café - Where ideas are on the menu
The Knowledge Café provides a unique opportunity for participants to interact with each other in a very informal setting. Each of the four tables will focus on one aspect of Partnership working. 
The aim of this activity is to create an environment in which participants can openly debate the benefits and opportunities associated with partnership working.  
· The facilitator should introduce the knowledge café concept and pose the questions.

· It is not necessary to discuss only the questions provided-these are meant only as a guide or prompt to help you facilitate the discussion. Participants may choose to ask different but related questions.
· Participants will be allowed to move freely between the tables each participant can take part in as many of the discussions as they are interested in. 
· Law of two feet - if you are not learning anything or contributing anything, feel free to get up and move on to another discussion. 

· Participants will be encouraged to write down their questions, comments on what they think is good partnership working and what they ideally would want.
· A bell will ring to signal the opportunity to move to the next table. Participants if they wish can opt to stay on the same table.
Outcomes

The real value of a knowledge café is what people take away with them in their heads, and the new connections they have made with people. Remember, a knowledge café is not a talking shop. Turn-taking is important. If everyone is encouraged to have their say, a natural and stimulating group discussion should evolve, and good ideas won’t be long coming.
