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Foreword
All young people deserve a fair chance to gain the experiences they need to grow into well-adjusted adults.  We know teenagers who enjoy high quality positive activities in their spare time are more likely to develop the social skills, confidence and self-esteem they need to do well in work and adult life.

Where we can empower young people by giving them real choice and influence over the delivery of services, we help them feel greater ownership and they are more likely to use them.  By giving young people a stake in what goes on around them, we also help them feel more valued and involved in civic life, which in turn helps to create more cohesive communities.

Since 2006, our Youth Opportunity and Youth Capital Funds have given more than a million teenagers the chance to shape what is available for young people in their areas and over a third of decision makers and project leaders have come from disadvantaged backgrounds.

This is encouraging progress, but I am concerned that the picture still remains patchy across the country.  Some local authorities are taking great strides forward in getting young people involved.  Others have further to go.

So the new investment set out in this guidance comes with an even stronger responsibility for all local authorities to put young people in the driving seat.  We need more young people to take leading roles both in the strategic management of the Funds and the implementation of projects.  And we must focus on engaging more disadvantaged and vulnerable young people, as they are least likely to have the chance to benefit from positive activities in their communities.  It is particularly important that local authorities make full use of third sector organisations, which are often best placed to reach out to excluded groups.

In short, the Youth Opportunity and Youth Capital Funds can help us build a society where all young people feel valued and in which their achievements are recognised and celebrated.  But we must make sure this funding benefits all young people and that it complements our wider efforts – reflected in the Children’s Plan and in the Path to Success PSA framework – to tackle all forms of inequality, and give every young person a fair chance of success.

YOUTH OPPORTUNITY FUND &
YOUTH CAPITAL FUND

DELIVERY GUIDANCE
Introduction
The Youth Opportunity Fund (YOF) and the Youth Capital Fund (YCF) were announced in Youth Matters and were launched as a two year scheme in April 2006.  Aiming High for Young People: A Ten Year Strategy for Positive Activities, published in July 2007, announced the extension of the Funds for a further three years.  
In March 2008 the Youth Taskforce Action Plan introduced a new dimension to the Funds, by providing additional funding to improve youth facilities in areas where crime and antisocial behaviour are particular problems.  In order to distinguish the conditions applicable to this additional capital investment it is identified throughout this guidance as ‘YCF Plus’.

This guidance replaces the original guidance issued in March 2006 and covers the period from April 2008.  It is primarily intended for local authorities (LAs) who are responsible for delivering the Funds across England.  However, this guidance should also be useful and made available to voluntary and community sector organisations and young people as key delivery partners.  
This document sets out the:
· Policy Context and Aims of the Funds (Section 1)
· Strategic Management of the Funds (Section 2)
· Monitoring Arrangements for the Funds (Section 3)
· Local Authority Funding Allocations (Annex A)
· Monitoring Information Templates (Annex B)
This document also contains a LA checklist, and will be supported by dissemination of a national good practice guide later in the Spring.

The nine regional Government Offices (GOs) in England will continue to manage the Funds on behalf of the Department for Children, Schools & Families (DCSF) in all 150 LA areas.  LAs should maintain an ongoing dialogue with their GO and should attend regular networking meetings.
From 2008-09 the Youth Taskforce (YTF) will provide additional, more focused, support in those 50 local authority areas where YCF Plus has been introduced.  The YTF will support those local areas through regular contact, visits and the dissemination of good practice.  A number of showcase events will also be delivered, the first of which is expected over the summer.
GO, YTF & DCSF contacts are provided at the end of Annex A.
Section 1:
Policy Context & Aims of the Funds

1.1
The Policy Context
1.1.1
One of the key challenges for local authorities (LAs) is to improve the provision of positive activities for young people, particularly those who are disadvantaged.  Section 507B of The Education Act 1996 (introduced by Section 6 of The Education and Inspections Act 2006) placed a new duty on local authorities to secure young people’s access to positive activities, and that authorities ascertain young people's views on provision and consider alternative providers.
1.1.2
These Funds should help LAs meet this statutory duty and contribute to the wider aims reflected in the Aiming High, Children’s Plan and in the Path to Success PSA framework to tackle all forms of inequality, and give every young person a fair chance of success.  The Funds provide discrete revenue and capital budgets for young people to control and decide how funding should be spent in their areas, and they provide a practical way in which LAs can begin to meet this duty.

1.1.3
Longer term the Government’s aspiration is that young people should be actively shaping decisions on at least 25% of local authorities’ budgets for positive activities by 2018.  This fits within the wider community engagement agenda being led by the department of Communities and Local Government (CLG).  Local authorities should review their young people engagement strategies against the ‘Hear By Right’
 standards (using the self assessment tool) and consider other funding streams which could be given over to young people’s control.
1.1.4
A total of £220 million
 has been secured for the Funds over the next three years (2008-2011) as part of the Comprehensive Spending Review settlement.  Local authority funding allocations for 2008-09, 2009-10 and 2010-11 which include the additional £25 million for YOF and the additional £22.6 million for YCF Plus are set out in Annex A.  In targeting YCF Plus at the same 50 most deprived local authority areas
 as the additional YOF, these areas will each experience a 50% increase in YOF in addition to an extra £452,000 for YCF in 2008-09 plus a 100% increase in YOF in both 2009-10 and 2010-11 as compared to their 2007-08 baselines.
1.1.5
The investment in improving facilities for young people in the most deprived neighbourhoods through YCF Plus complements Government’s broader ambitions to improve the range and quality of places for young people to go. The myplace programme will provide £190 million of capital investment over the next three years to deliver ambitious world class youth facilities. Grants of between £1m and £5m will be available to reward the most ambitious and innovative projects from all areas across the country.
1.1.6
This high level of investment will drive the change that is needed in the way youth facilities are planned and delivered, particularly in the level of cross-sector partnership and co-financing. It will also demonstrate what can be achieved, raising aspirations, setting a high standard, and generating significant learning for others to follow prior to the more widespread availability of unclaimed assets
.
1.2
The Aims of the Funds

The main aims of the Funds are to:

· give a voice and influence to young people, particularly those facing disadvantage, in relation to things to do and places to go and convey a powerful message to young people that their needs and aspirations are important;
· change the way local authorities and their partners commission and provide activities and facilities for young people, especially in deprived neighbourhoods, and increase the responsiveness of providers to what young people want;
· improve things to do and places to go in line with what young people want in their neighbourhoods and thereby increase their participation in positive activities;
· provide opportunities for young people to develop their confidence, knowledge, skills and abilities and gain recognition and/or accreditation for them;

· increase the well-being of young people by contributing to the achievement of the five Every Child Matters (ECM) outcomes through engagement in activities that have a positive impact on their development; and

· increase young people’s engagement with their services more generally and with democratic processes at the local level.

1.2.1
In order to achieve these aims and make the Funds truly youth led, the principles of youth involvement must be understood and adhered to by everyone in the local authority, at all levels, who comes into contact with the Funds.  Local guidance should be made available widely, not only to young people and youth workers, but also to officials within the council and to local councillors.  It is necessary to manage expectations and young people in particular need to be clear what may and may not be funded through the Funds.  Local guidance should set out the local priorities, which may be expressed as certain types of activity, user groups, and/or localities, as well as the spending conditions set out in this guidance.
1.2.2
Young leaders should be supported as they grow into the role as grant givers and grant applicants.  They should be encouraged to consider local needs and circumstances as a part of their role in shaping provision for young people beyond their immediate group, setting clear criteria for the award of funding.  Partnerships and joint-funding with other statutory, voluntary, community and private partner organisations should be encouraged as should the opportunity to collaborate with young people from different backgrounds.
1.2.3
The specific aim of the YOF is to provide revenue funding for activities which young people, especially the most marginalised, identify as most needed in their local areas.  YOF may also fund small scale capital investment such as purchase of specialist equipment (including ICT) in support of these activities.  Giving young people genuine influence over local services is recognised as the most effective way of ensuring better access and increasing participation.
1.2.4
All funded activities must support the ECM outcomes; benefit the local community; and offer good value for money.  It is essential that the YOF demonstrates additionality in local areas and is in no way a substitute for any other elements of youth work funding.  Grants to individual young people, repeat grants, and grants to cover travel costs and overseas trips should be considered carefully.  The use of funds to support such activities must demonstrate value for money and benefit to the young people involved and to their communities. Local authorities should assess the potential risks of funding such projects, including the potential for media coverage that could misrepresent the purpose of the funds.   
1.2.5
The specific aim of the YCF is to provide a discrete capital budget to be spent on what young people want and need and it is designed to work in tandem with the YOF to develop projects which contain both a capital and revenue element, noting that YOF must not be used to meet any ongoing costs associated with capital investment because of the risks around sustainability.  Similarly YCF is not a substitute for mainstream capital funding and wherever possible should be matched from other sources.  
1.2.6
Arrangements for implementing YCF should allow for the active involvement of young people, with particular emphasis on those who are disadvantaged, in all aspects of planning, delivery, monitoring and evaluation of the YCF.  This involvement should be developed with a view to mainstreaming it into capital and asset management more generally in the authority.  
1.2.7
In addition there are also opportunities to enhance provision by using the YCF alongside other projects to enable larger projects to be included within the local authority’s portfolio of provision for young people.  It is important that, where this is the case, the principles and priorities of the other funding programmes are in line with those of the YCF.  The decision making body will want to satisfy itself that the specific benefits for young people are consistent with the allocation and that any partnership arrangements do not undermine the aims of YCF.  To help alignment and integration with other capital funding programmes, authorities should ensure that the YCF is properly reflected in both their corporate and service level asset management plans.
1.2.8
YCF Plus is a one-off addition to fund new or refurbished youth facilities in neighbourhoods with high levels of deprivation, crime and anti-social behaviour and which currently lack good quality youth provision.  YCF Plus should be complemented by the additional YOF monies to provide the revenue needed to deliver activities through the new facility and longer term be integrated within local authority mainstream youth service provision in order to ensure that young people who live in these most deprived neighbourhoods have improved access to activities.  In the development of facilities through YCF Plus young people are able to use YCF funds to top-up YCF Plus allocations.
1.2.9
The YCF Plus should build on the principles of YOF and YCF to bring young people and the local community together in the design and delivery of youth facilities.  Young people, parents and community members should be encouraged to volunteer in the delivery of activities.
1.2.10
YCF Plus may be used to refurbish existing facilities or amenities in the identified local area, but should be driven by an ambition to deliver high quality facilities which signify major capital investment in the most deprived neighbourhoods.  This investment should complement the level of ambition for facilities for young people across the whole local authority area.  It should also inform the way that local areas plan and deliver facilities for young people, particularly the need for integrated and strategic planning.  
1.2.11
Central to the operation of the Funds are the principles of access and inclusion.  All young people
 should be able to participate in this initiative in a meaningful way if they wish to, especially young people from disadvantaged and hard-to-reach groups.  Particular care should be taken to encourage those groups who traditionally face barriers to participation
.  Therefore, local authorities should have strategies in place at the outset to engage these groups of young people and to consider the most appropriate way of raising awareness of how they might participate in the Funds at every level.  Liaison with local organisations which support these groups of young people would also increase the reach to them and provide a bridge to involving them fully.  Care should be taken that young people’s decision making bodies are fully representative of the local authority area.
Section 2:
Strategic Management of the Funds
2.1
Quality Assurance
2.1.1
Local authorities have an important role in ensuring that young people are able to influence and chose from a wide range of high quality and diverse provision, in line with statutory guidance on positive activities
.  These Funds provide authorities with an important tool to assist them with this duty. 
2.1.2
The local authority is responsible for the success and continuing development of the Funds.  Local arrangements for the Funds therefore, need to ensure appropriate and effective procedures for ensuring the quality of funding applications (e.g.  purpose, timescale, numbers and diversity of young people to be involved, what they hope to achieve i.e. outputs and outcomes linked to ECM, detailed costs, how they will monitor their project in relation to outputs, how they will evaluate the project in terms of outcomes); and that the delivery of projects is consistent with grant applications.  This should include making visits to projects.
2.1.3
To help alignment and integration with other capital funding programmes, authorities should ensure that these Funds are properly reflected in both their corporate and service level asset management plans.  This will provide a recognised audit trail which should be linked to expenditure and confirmed with the GO through the reporting system.  Local authorities should keep a record of what projects have been funded and the cost, which should be included in their year end reports to GOs.
2.1.4
The Funds are ring fenced grants outside Area Based Grants (ABG) and the Formula Grant, but where possible should be used with other funding to deliver a better local offer to young people.
2.2
Payment Arrangements
2.2.1
With the exception of YCF Plus, annual grant allocations will be paid in four equal quarterly instalments in April/May, July/August, October/November and January/February.  The relevant Government Office (GO) is responsible for authorising and triggering these payments.  Where there are outstanding issues GOs may withhold payment (or make part payment) until these are resolved.  GOs also have the authority to deduct amounts from payments as a means of reclaiming any previously unspent funds.  YCF Plus will be granted in accordance with the budget profile agreed by the YTF ahead of need as part of one or more of the YCF quarterly instalments.

2.2.2
Each year GOs and DCSF will take stock of any surrendered funds from the current year plus repayments received as a result of previous underspend.  These funds will be recycled to LAs, as appropriate, according to need.
2.3
General Conditions for Spending the Funds
2.3.1
It is essential that an audit trail confirming the proper use of the Funds is kept by the local authority.  In addition the LA must be able to demonstrate that delivery of the Funds meets the specific policy aims set out in Section 1 of this guidance, in particular:
· be able to evidence that the Funds are having a positive impact on the activities and facilities available to young people locally;
· keep information on expenditure, numbers of young people participating, activities and capital projects financed by the Funds and the impact on provision;
· be able to demonstrate that funding is being determined by young people and where young decision makers’ wishes cannot be accommodated an explanation should be given to them within a reasonable timeframe;
· provide appropriate support to young people, particularly those who are disadvantaged, involved in all levels of participation, including setting up and running panels, training young people, completing paperwork and leading projects - in the case of those with special needs support should be tailored to enable them to participate fully;
· be able to evidence that representative groups of young people are in the lead and that adult involvement is purely supportive, this should include periodically reviewing membership of the decision making panels to ensure that they remain representative; and

· be able to assess the performance of any externally commissioned delivery agents, in particular the extent to which external organisations are reaching out to, and supporting the engagement of, more marginalised young people.

2.3.2
Subject to the respective financial accounting procedures of individual authorities, where funding has been awarded to a project in the current financial year or the local authority has officially committed to the expenditure (with robust evidence of this) during the current financial year then this may be treated as current year expenditure.  Expenditure should be recognised (or accrued for) according to the year in which the activity (or the majority of the activity) is completed as local authorities must not be making payment in advance of need.
2.3.3
DCSF appreciates that there will be some overlap of projects between financial years, particularly on capital and the overall aim should be to allocate the expenditure according to the most relevant year in terms of funded activity taking place.  In certain instances this may mean that expenditure is recognised in one year but that the work being funded will not be fully completed during that year.  Local authorities are expected to minimise this to no more than 5% of the annual allocation and where work will complete early in the following year, so as to account for expenditure properly.  Any funds which remain unallocated to projects in the current year following this treatment will be deemed as underspend.
2.3.4
Where a local authority has underspend at the end of financial years 2008-09, 2009-10 and 2010-11 there is the facility to carry forward up to 5% of the annual allocation providing there are realistic plans to spend these funds.  Any balance remaining after this will need to be surrendered to DCSF for recycling within the fund either regionally or nationally.  
2.3.5
Local authorities are responsible for managing their expenditure within their allocations.  The cost of any over spend against the allocations will be the responsibility of the local authority and will not be met from grant.
2.3.6
Authorities must have in place open and transparent arrangements for setting out the allocation and decision making process and the Department will require ongoing assurances that there are clear and transparent controls across the Funds.  The overall objective is to ensure that there is regularity, propriety and value for money, with a system of controls that is tailored to the size and complexity of the organisation.
2.3.7
In allocating the Funds local authorities must pay particular attention to engaging with hard-to-reach young people and should seek to build third sector capacity in so doing.  Third sector organisations can be well placed to reach marginalised young people, often because they know their communities and have already established trust.
2.3.8
Special attention should also be given to regeneration in the most deprived areas with a view to the Funds contributing to improved community cohesion through, for example, intergenerational activity.
2.3.9
Ideally any interventions with the young people involved with the Funds should lead to some form of recorded or accredited outcome for them.

2.3.10
The Funds must be publicised widely in an attempt to reach all young people, particularly those who are disadvantaged, so that as broad a spectrum as possible of young people might participate in the Funds at all levels.

2.3.11
The Funds should not be used to support core school provision.  Bids from young people for activities and facilities to enhance extended schools’ provision may be considered, providing that they demonstrate they are for the benefit of the wider community of young people.
2.3.12
Local authorities are responsible for putting in place robust systems for ensuring that the Funds are spent properly, effectively and in a way that will achieve value for money.  These arrangements should be kept under review and only amended in consultation with key partners and young people within the local area.  Proper consideration must be paid to the normal principles of financial control, including – but not limited to – separation of responsibilities, safeguards against fraud and loss, and verification that activities paid for have actually taken place.  Each local authority will have their own set of financial procedures and it will be for them to apply their expertise to tailoring existing or devising new programme control systems in respect of the Funds.  
2.4
Specific Conditions for YOF
2.4.1
As in previous years, a small part of the YOF revenue grant (between £15,000 to £60,000 depending on the size of the Fund) may be top-sliced by the local authority to meet the costs of facilitating, training and supporting young people’s involvement in the distribution of the Funds.  The relevant limit for each authority is set at 5% of the combined annual YOF and YCF allocation (i.e. excluding YCF Plus) up to a maximum of £60,000, or £15,000 in instances where 5% of equates to less than £15,000.  Should an authority choose not to spend the whole amount available for support, the balance should be returned to the YOF budget and be made available to young people to fund projects or will otherwise have to be surrendered at the end of the financial year.

2.5
Specific Conditions for YCF
2.5.1
There will be no requirement for co-financing i.e. for groups/promoters to contribute to the cost of capital projects.  However, such contributions are beneficial in giving greater ownership to projects and in enabling the available Funds to be used more effectively.
2.5.2
Local authorities need to consider capital spend in the context of their overarching capital management strategy.  As part of this they will necessarily consider the ongoing cost of any Youth Capital funded projects as part of their forward planning.
2.5.3
Capital expenditure in the context of the YCF is expenditure on the acquisition of tangible, productive assets which will give continuous service beyond the financial year in which they are purchased.  YCF expenditure must therefore meet these characteristics with funds being spent on assets which would be considered capital by nature.  DCSF applies a threshold of £2,500 for capitalising assets but recognises that LAs may have different capitalisation thresholds based on their own accounting policies.  It is therefore accepted that not all assets with a value of £2,500 and above will be recorded on the balance sheet of the local authority.  However, local authorities will need to ensure that separate records are kept of all assets funded by YCF grant with a value of £2,500 or greater.  
2.5.4
Local authorities must be able to demonstrate that they have mechanisms in place for recording and monitoring the purchase of capital assets and DCSF retains an interest in their value.  Where possible items should be individually marked with a serial number as a local authority’s property and regularly inspected.  
2.5.5
All capital items purchased with YCF resources are ultimately the property of DCSF and local authorities will have to repay money expended on a capital item if it cannot be shown that it was purchased and used for authorised purposes.  Where a local authority uses grant monies to purchase any capital asset and that asset is disposed of or ceases to be used by the authority for the provision of services for which the grant is made, the Secretary of State may recover the full market value of that asset, net of any costs of disposal if applicable.  Where “full market value” means:
(a)
the value of the asset received or determined by the local authority following its own asset disposal procedures or valuation and depreciation policy as agreed with its auditors, or 
(b)
in a case where the local authority have not followed that procedure or policy, the value of the asset which the authority would have received or determined had it followed that procedure or policy.
2.5.6
Local authorities need to consider the sustainability of purchases via the YCF, again in the context of their overarching arrangements for managing capital.  As part of this they will necessarily consider any ongoing revenue costs of any capital funded projects as part of their forward planning.
2.6
Specific Conditions for YCF Plus
2.6.1
Expenditure from the YCF Plus grant must comply with the specific conditions for YOF and YCF as outlined in sections 2.3 and 2.5 and with the monitoring arrangements set out in section 3 and in Annex B.  YCF Plus has been allocated entirely in 2008-09, however, as soon as an authority submits its detailed spending plans, the GO may make arrangements with DCSF to re-profile their £452,000 allocation accordingly.  Whilst DCSF expects the new facilities to be available to young people as soon as possible, preferably during 2008-09, it recognises the fact that these more ambitious projects (new builds/refurbishments) are likely to take some time to complete.
2.6.2
A local authority must evidence to the Youth Taskforce that they have a thorough and up-to-date audit of what provision and facilities are available in their area as part of the statutory duty to publicise the activities available to young people in their local area.  This audit of provision should be compared with an analysis of neighbourhoods with high levels of crime, anti-social behaviour and deprivation in order to identify which neighbourhood would benefit most from additional resources in youth facilities.

2.6.3
The local authority must show how young people, parents and the community are actively involved in shaping and delivering the investment in the youth facilities in the identified neighbourhood.  Young people should retain the final decision over investment.  
2.6.4
Local authorities will be required to provide a initial project plan including a clear timeline for completion, and regular progress updates regarding the development and delivery of facilities in the selected neighbourhoods with high levels of crime, anti-social behaviour and deprivation.  The Youth Taskforce will support the development through regular visits, dissemination of good practice and showcase events.  
2.6.5
The additional YOF should provide the necessary revenue to deliver activity through the facilities developed using YCF Plus.  Decisions on how to use the additional YOF should be shaped and driven by the young people and involve the community in the identified neighbourhood.  Local areas must commit to delivering activities at the times that young people and the local community want, including on Friday and Saturday nights.

2.6.6
Although there is no formal requirement for co-financing of projects, DCSF expects local authorities to seek and lever-in involvement in both capital and revenue from other sources, including business and private sector organisations as well as use the expertise of good voluntary and community organisations, as an indicator of genuine partnership in the delivery of youth activities.
2.6.7
As with YCF, it is imperative that this capital spend is considered in the context of the local authority’s overarching capital management strategy.  As part of this they will necessarily consider the ongoing cost of any YCF funded projects as part of their forward planning.
Section 3:  Monitoring Arrangements for the Funds
This section together with Annex B details the information local authorities must provide to Government Offices (GOs) as a condition of the grant.

In respect of the three financial year (starting 1 April) funding period, local authorities will be required to provide GOs with full update reports once a year plus financial returns in-year.  In turn GOs will provide DCSF with regional summary reports.  The net effect should be a reduction in the reporting requirement as compared with previous years, which DCSF hope will produce better quality information albeit on a less frequent basis.  It is important that LAs continue to collect information on projects systematically throughout the year and that GOs continue their management role throughout the year.  
In order for the Funds to be evaluated it is essential that LAs are able to demonstrate the impact that the Funds are having.  LAs should consider how they would be able to identify risks and contingencies, and how they might encourage innovation and spread good practice.  Local authorities may, on occasion, be required to provide DCSF with additional information such as case studies, marketing materials, grant criteria etc. and should also be willing to facilitate DCSF consultation with young people and delivery partners.
3.1
Financial Monitoring
3.1.1
Local authorities must provide assurances that the grant is being spent appropriately by providing regular financial updates.  These should detail spend against profiled expenditure (as set out at Part I of Annex B) and should enable GOs to assess performance and whether any remedial action needs to be taken.  This could mean reducing existing funds to enable them to be reallocated either locally or nationally within the programme or to other areas, or restricting, deferring or stopping certain activities.  Any changes to the overall budget will only be made following a thorough consultation with the local authority.  
3.1.2
In addition the Chief Financial Officer is obliged to provide end of year certification that the Funds have been spent in accordance with the grant conditions in line with audit arrangements.  End-year certificates should be provided direct to DCSF no later than 30 June subsequent to the end of the financial year to which the certificate refers.
3.2
Monitoring the Management & Impact of the Funds
3.2.1 At the end of each financial year local authorities must provide a highlight report detailing a variety of information as set out at Part II of Annex B in relation to:

· how the Funds are being managed, including third sector partnership arrangements and processes for engaging young people effectively; and

· the Funds impact on the quality, range and take-up of activities and facilities on offer, particularly in the most deprived neighbourhoods and amongst the hardest to reach young people.
3.3
Management Information - Projects & Young People Participating
3.3.1 YOF/YCF leads in each local authority are required to collect and collate management information regarding the totality of grant applications, projects funded and young people involved as set out in the template at Part III of Annex B.

	Local authorities to make sure that:

i. Structures and procedures are maintained for administering the Funds which put young people in the lead and which ensure that capital spend is integrated and joined up with core capital processes within the LA.
ii. All young people including those from disadvantaged or hard-to-reach groups are able to access the Funds (as decision makers, applicants and project users) and decision makers to support projects which provide open access to young people as well as those designed to meet the needs of specific groups of young people for whom targeted provision is necessary.
iii. Young people are provided with appropriate training and support to develop a range of skills and abilities necessary for them to take leading roles at both strategic and project levels in the development and delivery of the Funds.  In the case of those with special needs support should be tailored to enable them to participate to their full potential.
iv. Publicity materials take into account the different approaches needed for specific groups e.g. learning disabled young people, and should make clear how young people can access the Funds and the criteria used to allocate grants.
